As we talk about these words in class, please write down the definitions of the followings words.  There may be a quiz over these words and it will be very easy to pass if you keep up with the words we are using in class.

Light Sensor: An NXT sensor that detects the presence of certain wavelengths of light and reports the intensity of light back to the NXT.
Rotation Sensor: A device that measures the amount of rotation of a certain piece or object.

Sound Sensor: An NXT sensor that detects sound waves and reports the amount of sound back to the NXT.
Touch Sensor: An NXT sensor that detects physical contact and reports back to the NXT whether its contact area is being pushed in or not.
Ultrasonic Sensor: An NXT sensor that measures distance by emitting sound waves, then measuring how long it takes them to echo back off of objects or surfaces in the environment.
Swing Turn: A turn where one wheel rotates and the other stays in place, causing the robot’s body to “swing” around the stationary wheel.

Taskbot: A versatile all-purpose robot designed for the Robotics Engineering activities.
Threshold: A “cutoff” or dividing line between two regions. 
Theoretical Measurement: A predicted value for a value.
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
